"Anno Lucis" is a Latin phrase that translates to "In the 
Year of Light." In Freemasonry, it is used to denote the 
chronological system used in the Craft. The Masonic 
calendar is often calculated by adding 4,000 years to 
the current Gregorian calendar year. This adjustment 
is symbolic, representing the traditional Masonic belief 
that the world was created 4,000 years before the 
building of King Solomon's Temple.

For example, if the current Gregorian year is 2024 AD, 
in the Masonic calendar, it would be 6024 Anno Lucis 
(A.L.). This system is not meant to be a historical or 
scientific calculation but is rather a symbolic method 
used within the context of Masonic ritual and tradition.

The concept of "light" is significant in Freemasonry, 
representing knowledge, enlightenment, and spiritual 
illumination. The use of "Anno Lucis" reinforces the 
Masonic emphasis on seeking light and knowledge 
throughout one's Masonic journey /G\
